Lebanon is in the midst of an ongoing and debilitating socio-economic crisis that has left more than 80 per cent of the entire population
living under the poverty line. The aftermath of the 2020 Beirut explosion and the rising cost of living across the world have also deepened

the poverty crisis for many households, and access to safe, clean water has become one of the direst issues in the region.

Refugees and Displaced People

Providing Urgent Medical
Care to Communities

Jordan

Since 2011, Jordan has provided refuge to more than 1.36
million Syrians fleeing the ongoing crisis in Syria. Across the
areas of Amman, Al Mafragq, Irbid and Zarga, many vulnerable
individuals and families are suffering from poor health due to
injuries and trauma caused by the war, the spread of disease,
mass displacement, and a lack of livelihood opportunities. Now,
there is an increased demand on healthcare facilities to cater
for the refugee population where the infrastructure is not fully
equipped to deal with the influx of those in need.

Islamic Relief has been on the ground supporting Syrian
refugees since the onset of the crisis, with a focus on providing

healthcare to those in need.

Our teams have also supported the community by equipping
5,000 people in need with improved knowledge and skills
through awareness sessions on health topics, as well as health
and hygiene kits to help prevent the spread of disease.

Each home is built with flood and earthquake-resilient measures

in mind and meets practical and cultural requirements in terms of

living space, a kitchen area and bathroom.

The devastating floods of September 2022 washed away

Dil Murad’s entire life’s belongings.

Our teams remain on the ground long after responding
to an emergency, to support the community in rebuilding

their lives after disaster.

Recovery After Cianjur
Earthquake

Indonesia

A 5.6 magnitude earthquake hit Cianjur District, West
Java Province on Monday, November 21st, 2022,
causing widespread damage, particularly to houses and
WAGSH facilities.

Islamic Relief teams on the
ground delivered a rapid
response to the crisis and
continues to provide for those
in need within the region,
supporting 503 people.

We are constructing 10 shelters, repairing WASH

and latrine facilities, and creating cash for work
opportunities. These services are crucial in the recovery,
rehabilitation and reconstruction phases for disaster-
struck regions and remain ongoing as our teams remain
dedicated to helping rebuild lives in Indonesia.




TURKIYE-SYRIA
EMERGENCY RESPONSE

Islamic Relief was one of the
first organisations on the
ground assisting with relief
operations, and this was

On Monday 6th February 2023, the world witnessed utter destruction as two 7.8 and 7.5 magnitude earthquakes struck the regions of south-

east Turkiye (Turkey) and north-west Syria. Over 51,000 people tragically lost their lives and approximately 30 million people in total were
impacted by the disaster.

Your rapid response to our Tiirkiye-Syria earthquake appeal meant that we could turn your donations into life-saving medical equipment,
food, clean water, and shelter for those affected more rapidly than most other organisations present.

Islamic Relief collaborated with long-standing local partners and
organisations on the ground to ensure a comprehensive and

effective response for those facing crisis.

You made relief possible for survivors of the

earthquakes, both throughout the crisis and
in the aftermath.

Building Homes for Earthquake
Affected Families in North-West
Syria

After the earthquake, 1.1 million individuals were affected

by the earthquake and in need of shelter assistance. The
catastrophe only added to the suffering of the people of
north-west Syria (NWS) by creating an additional gap in shelter
assistance. During the first month following the earthquake,
108,906 individuals were displaced in NWS in addition to
17,517 returning from Turkiye. These individuals added to the
2.74 million already internally displaced people in NWS out of
which 800,000 are living in tents.

PALESTINE

EMERGENCY RESPONSE

Since 7th October 2023, the population in the Gaza
Strip has experienced one of the most unprecedented
escalations of violence in its history.

The number of Palestinians killed at the
time of this report being written has
risen to over 22,000 people.

Of those who have lost their lives, 70 per

cent are women and children and more
than 250 are health workers.

Relentless and ongoing bombardment has completely
destroyed Gaza's already limited infrastructure, and
starvation, water contamination and the loss of life-
sustaining equipment in hospitals across the region has
debilitated the population.

It has been a humanitarian crisis of horrific proportions.

With a 330 metre depth, the borehole provides 388,000 litres of
water per day to the community. The water system also includes
a 20 cubic metre elevated water tank, animal troughs as well as a
solar-powered system to use cost-effective and environmentally
friendly power, Subhan’Allah!

Families could not send their children to school as
they would all be going early morning to look for water
in other villages. Sometimes the water would be
unclean and they would fall very ill.

Alhamdulillah now, with the new barehole, the school
is fulll The community is starting to thrive because
they have a water source!
